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5 Types Of Girls Facing Stress, 5 Types Of Girls Facing Stress, 
Says Author Coming To Tampa Sept. 15Says Author Coming To Tampa Sept. 15

Adapting girls - Girls who are adjusting to changes - a new city, a new school, a new family member - can be 
vulnerable to stress. This is particularly true for girls who are more cautious by nature, those who take a long time to 

warm up to new people and those who are thrown off by changes in their routines.

Undervalued girls - Psychologist Roni Cohen-Sandler calls this the "square peg dilemma." These are girls whose 
interests or talents are different from those around them - the goth poet in a school of preppies, the athletic tomboy from 

a family of bookish intellectuals. They perceive themselves as perpetual misfits in their schools and families.

Insecure girls - Every teenage girl feels insecure at some point, no matter how pretty, popular or smart she is. 
However, some girls feel chronically inferior to their peers and have trouble forming healthy friendships. These girls are 

constantly monitoring the moods, words and actions of others and are intensely self-conscious.

Perfectionistic girls - These girls are seen as superstars by their friends and families, but inwardly, they tend to be rigid 
and have unrealistic expectations for themselves and others. They can be prone to burnout and emotional meltdowns 

over minor issues.
Distracted girls - Girls who are dealing with ongoing family problems, chronic emotional disorders or undetected 

learning disabilities can't focus on school and/or their social lives because of the turmoil going on inside their heads. 
They seem spacey and preoccupied.

Family and cultural pressures and intense competition for colleges and jobs are stressing out many teenage girls, says 
author and psychologist Roni Cohen Sandler, who will be in Tampa on Sept. 15 to speak at The Ophelia Project’s
